@ Even if an amplifier with a magimum output power of le88 than 300 W is employed, do not use the speakers with the
volume turned up too high afthe sound distorted. This may damage the speakers.

® Make sure (hal the amplifief® power switch is at the OFF pasition when connecting the speakers to the amplifier.

@ Make sure that the amplifiaf’s volume control is turned downito its lowest setting when the amplifier's power switch is

® Avoid installing the speakers in _aJocation exposed to direct suplight and high levels of humidity.
Avoid also locations in the yicinitf 8l 8loves and other sources of heat.
® With a speaker system, the saund which is heard varies greatly according to the wuhuazmn location. Beaar in mind the
following peints in order to defive the most enjoyment from music.
a) Install the speaker at the Upper position than your ears level when you listen o the' mund under normal listening
conditions.
b} The beat distance betwaen the speakers is approx. 2 1o 5 m.
c) The bass sounds fuller if fhe speakers are instalied on a solid and stable stand of shelf, or it théy are placed against a wall.
The bass sound will lose #&impact if oblects which do nol reflect the bass well enough are plged in front of the speakers,
