Operating Precautions

® The maximum input gawer of these apnal-:am 15 400 W (at peak). Higher levels of input power may cause damage to
the speaker system and'so take every precaution to keep the power down to the specification.

Even if an amplifier with a maximum output power of less than 400 W is employed, do not use the speakers with the
volume turned uptoo high or the sound distortad. | This may damage the speakers.

Make sure that the amplifier's power switch is atathe OFF position when connecting the speakers to the amplifier.
Make sure that the amplifier's volume control is timed down to its lowest setting when the amplifier's power switch is
set to the ON posifion.

a) Install the apqﬂker at the upper position than your ears level when you I|atun to the sound under normal listening
conditions.
b) The best distance between the speakers is approx. 2 to 5 m,
¢) The bass sounids fuller if the speakers are installed on a solid and stable stand of 8helf, or if they are placed against a wall,
The bass sound will lose its impact if objects which do not reflect the bass well englgh are placed in front of the speakers.
® |f you plan to hang ‘gr::ur speakers from the ceiling, contact a professional instalier.
